A roundabout is a circular inter-
section designed to slow traffic
while lowering delays. Opera-
tions are improved by smocth
flowing traffic, with less stop
and go than would be experi-
enced at a signalized intersec-
tion. A roundabout can im-
prove safety for vehicles, pe-
destrians and bicyclists. Their
advantage also lies in provid-
ing a more aesthetically pleas-
ing intersection design, since
there is less pavement and the
center island offers an opportu-
nity for landscaping features
that create a distinctive entry
point to a community.
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The general principle behind
using a roundabout is Yield at
Entry. A motorist approaching
a roundabout must slow down,
yield to pedestrians in the
crosswalk, and yield to traffic
already in the roundabout.
Then, when a gap in traffic is
present, it's a simple maneuver
similar to a right turn onto a
one way street. Once in the
roundabout, proceed around
the center island and take the
desired right hand turn.

Roundabouts are designed to accom-
modate large vehicles. All vehicles
must yield the right-of-way to larger
vehicle in the roundabout.

Do not enter the round-
about when emergency
vehicles are approach-
ing on another lane; al-
low vehicles in the
roundabout to clear in
front of the emergency

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Upon approaching the
roundabout, stay to the right
of the median island and
SLOW DOWN to 10-15
mph. Be sure to ook for
pedestrians in the cross-
walk.

Before you enter the round-
about, YIELD to traffic on
your left in the roundabout.
Remember to be prepared
to stop if there is not a suffi-
cient gap in circulating traf-
fic.

All traffic is moving in a
counter clockwise direction.
ENTER the roundabout
when there is sufficient gap.
Continue safely around the
roundabout to your exit.
NEVER STOP in the round-
about.

Lock for your street. Use
your right turn signal and
EXIT the roundabout care-
fully. Watch for pedestrians
in the crosswalk and stop for
them. When crossing lanes
in the roundabout, yield to
vehicles in the lanes.
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Always use the sidewalk. Never walk

in the roundabout or to the center
istand.

Cross the street to the median island;

it's there to provide you with a refuge
between lanes.

When crossing the street that enters
the roundabout look to your left for
approaching vehicles. You have the
right of way when you're in the cross-
walk, but be careful. Make sure that
drivers can see you and stop for you.
When crossing the street that exits
the roundabout, lock to your right or
towards the roundabout for ap-
proaching vehicles.

Although there are no hicycle lanes within
the roundabout, bicyclists can choose to use
the shared bicycle/pedestrian path and
crosswalks, or ride through the roundabout,
depending on their level of comfort in traffic.
Bicyclists using the street shall follow the
same rules as motorists. Bicyclists using the
shared bicycle/pedestrian path shall follow
the same rules as pedestrians.
